Attention: they are made of silk, don’t wash them with you normal cloths.

• Scarf 

• Blouse + Waistcoat or Pullover 

• Skirt or Trousers 

• Black shoes 
 

Gents 
 

• Tie 

• Shirt + Waistcoat or Pullover 

• Trousers 

• Black shoes 

Here I would like to highlight, that lanyards received from airlines (e.g. LOT, TUI or Turkish Airlines) can only be 
worn if you are working on that specific product. Wearing a Turkish Airlines lanyard on a Pegasus Airlines flight 
is a no go. If you are not working on that airline of which you have a lanyard, the DHS lanyard is to be worn.
